All decision makers must carefully scruti-

nize ways to maximize the impact of each 

dollar spent on public school education. 

Each dollar spent must be an investment in 

each and every student’s academic success. 

 

National PTA supports the concept of  

shared responsibility. We appreciate clear 

communication as to why certain programs 

or expenditures cannot be budgeted. If we          

understand the rationale of why certain  

items were funded and others cut or placed 

on hold, we will be better able to effectively 

participate as partners in the decision             

making process. 

 

How will the FY2012 operating budget            

directly impact your child’s school?  

Every local PTA/PTSA is encouraged to 

have a dialogue with their School Principal 

to learn how they plan to prioritize their 

available funding.  How will their decisions 

affect delivery of instruction and impact 

student learning?  After gathering the facts, a 

local PTA/PTSA will be in a better position 

to evaluate and offer recommendations. 

 

 Next school year it will be important for 

each local PTA/PTSA to monitor the impact 

of  these funding decisions through mean-

ingful participation on their school improve-

ment team and by holding monthly meetings 

with the principal.  Plan PTA programs to  

inform your membership on student achieve-

ment and to address any budget concerns. 

 

The real work of PTA is accomplished at  

the local level; supported by a network con-

sisting of council, state and national PTA.              

We must continue our efforts to ensure that 

both the PTA and parent voice are always 

heard and valued by all decision makers.  

  

This issue of the Bulletin is filled with 24 

pages of information to assist local leaders    

in implementing PTA programs and to 

strengthen local advocacy efforts. I hope that 

you will find the contents useful.

My friends, the work that we have accomplished this year in our schools, in our communi-

ties, on our military bases and on Capitol Hill; will position our Association to help every 

child, no matter who they are or where they live, for years to come.

Through the Maryland State Depart-

ment of Education, Baltimore County 

Public Schools has formed a partnership 

with the Community College of               

Baltimore County that will allow high 

school  students to earn an associate of 

arts degree in general studies from the 

community college while pursuing their 

high school diploma. 

 

The program, called Diploma to             

Degree, is believed to be  the first of          

its kind in Maryland. It will be offered  

initially to qualified students at high 

schools across the county and will          

begin in the summer of 2011. The           

general studies degree  curriculum is 

designed for students who plan to             

pursue an associate of arts degree before                 

transferring to a four-year  college or 

university. 

 

Baltimore County Public Schools and 

the Community College of Baltimore 

County were selected for the program 

because of their strong partnership. 

 

The Diploma to Degree Program is           

focused on academic rigor and prepara-

tion for the 21st century workforce. The 

program also will help students and 

their families save money and progress 

more quickly in their academic careers 

by combining the high school diploma 

with an associate of arts degree. 

 

The program will begin in fall 2011 as  

a pilot with about 10 students, and the 

costs to students and parents will be 

absorbed by the Community College   

of Baltimore County. Students will be  

expected to pay for their AP exams at 

their high schools. In subsequent years, 

students will be expected to pay most  

of the costs of the program, but needs-

based assistance will be provided for 

students and families who demonstrate 

financial hardship. 

More information will be made avail-

able soon to high school students and 

their parents. 

 

As 21st century careers demand higher 

education and as the economy continues 

to struggle, this accelerated program 

promises to offer multiple rewards to 

those who participate. 

 

Through their schoolwork and their  

efforts in the community, our students 

continue to demonstrate their quality. 

They reflect our hope for the future of 

this nation, and in them, we can see the 

next generation of clear thinkers and 

strong leaders. 

 

Their involvement in initiatives such as 

the Dual Degree Program and their      

success in our schools every day is a 

tribute to the parents who show their 

commitment to education at home, in 

the schools, and through organizations 

like the PTA.

National PTA defines substance abuse as knowingly ingesting, inhaling, or injecting                                  

any natural or chemical substance into the human body in an amount determined                                   

to be physically or mentally harmful to an individual.  

Whereas    Didactic teaching techniques regarding substance and alcohol abuse, their ill effects, 

                  and legal ramifications have not yet proven successful in preventing their use; and  

Whereas     Substance and alcohol abuse affects many areas of the brain and can cause adverse 

                   behavioral, psychological, and social consequences; and over the counter sale of  

                   dangerous substances make them readily available to our youth; and  

Whereas     Substance and alcohol abuse continues to occur among children and youth in our  

                   society: people aged 12–20 drink almost 20% of alcohol consumed in the United 

                   States and 11.2 %  of our youth aged 12–18 are currently using a substance; and  

Whereas     The National PTA does not accept the argument that the social acceptability of  

                   alcohol and substance use justifies their use by our children and youth;

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Whereas, Bullying in schools is a pervasive problem that can have negative consequences for the school climate and  

                 for the right of students to learn in a safe environment without fear, and one that can have negative lifelong  

                 consequences, both for students who bully and for their targets; and  

 

Whereas, Bullying is comprised of direct behaviors such as teasing, taunting, threatening, hitting, and stealing that are 

                 initiated by one or more students against a target, as well as indirect behaviors such as spreading rumors and 

                 acting in other ways to cause a student to be socially isolated through intentional exclusion, with all such  

                 behaviors, direct or indirect, amounting to physical or psychological intimidation occurring repeatedly over  

                 time to create an ongoing pattern of harassment and abuse; and  

 

Whereas, Bullying other children and being the target of bullies are considered risk factors for youth violence by the 

                 National Center for Injury Prevention and Control (of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention) and  

                 other relevant organizations, and bullies whose behavior goes unchallenged risk ending up as violent adults,  

                 engaging in domestic violence and child abuse; and  

 

Whereas, Bullying for too long has gone unchallenged, with parents, who are often unaware of the bullying problem,  

                 neglecting to talk about it with their children; with students feeling that adult intervention is infrequent and  

                 ineffective and will only bring more harassment from bullies; and with school personnel viewing bullying  

                 as a harmless rite of passage that is best ignored; and  

 

Whereas, Those who stand by passively watching or actively encouraging bullying are also affected by these hostile acts;  

                  they encourage bullying by creating an audience, they may become desensitized to cruelty, they may learn to 

                  imitate bullying behavior and become bullies themselves, and/or they may be fearful for their own safety,  

                  adding to their own insecurity; therefore be it  

 

Resolved, That National PTA and its constituent organizations support policies and programs that address the prevention,  

                  intervention, and elimination of bullying; and  

 

Resolved, That National PTA and its constituent organizations endeavor, via educational literature, programs, and  

                  projects for parents, students, and school personnel, to bring about an atmosphere of zero tolerance for  

                  bullying behavior, and an attitude that bullying behavior is unacceptable and will not be tolerated in homes,  

                  schools, playgrounds, buses, school activities, or any place children congregate; and be it further  

 

Resolved, That National PTA and its constituent organizations work with the appropriate agencies and organizations in a  

                  national effort to inform the general public about the risks and cost of bullying for both the bully and the  

                  target,  as well as those who witness bullying, and bring about a change in societal attitudes toward bullying.
