In accordance with Maryland PTA bylaws, all local units are required to 

be incorporated. Those local units who are incorporated should have re-

ceived the 2009 Personal Property Report Form from the Department of 

Taxation and Assessments. (The form is green) This form must be filed by 

April 15, 2009, or you will be assessed a $25.00 per month late fee. Please 

remember that this form is based on the calendar year, Jan. 1, 2008 

through Dec. 31, 2008, not your fiscal year.

Click on 

Business Data Search and then Business Entity Information. If you find 

that your charter has been forfeited, please contact Maryland PTA for a 

revival packet.

Consistency: Rules and policies that have been documented in the form of bylaws can be applied consistently so that 

emotion and personalities do not get involved.

What You Should Know About Your Bylaws: 

1. Just saying you have bylaws isnôt enough; you need to get your hands on the actual document. If you do not have a 
copy check with your president and/or secretary. If they do not have a copy then they should call the Maryland PTA    

office (410ï 760-6221) to request a set of your bylaws. 

2. Each member of your board (this includes the principal) should have a copy of the current set of bylaws. Make            

copies and distribute to all board members for insertion in their procedure books and for their reference at all meetings. 

3. The content. Read and understand them. If they donôt reflect the way your PTA/PTSA actually needs to operate, itôs 

time for a revision. You do not have to wait 3 years. 

4. There are sections of the bylaws, designated with a # sign, that are required by national and/or state bylaws. The 

wording within these # sections may not be revised by a local PTA/PTSA. 

5. Your membership is required to adopt the bylaws. Therefore their expectation should be that the bylaws are followed 

as adopted.  

6. Their age and the last time they were revised. Look at the front cover of the document for a revision date. Bylaws 

must be properly reviewed and resubmitted to Maryland PTA every 3 years for approval.  

EACH PTA/PTSA IS GOVERNED BY ITS OWN BYLAWS                                                                                     

 INSURANCE COVERAGE 
 
 As of the Maryland (MD) PTA fall convention in November 2007, all PTAs are required to have general liability, bond-

ing, and directors and officers liability insurance as negotiated by MD PTA (Maryland PTA Bylaws, Article VII, Section 

7). MD PTA Board of Directors met and reviewed competitive bids from several insurance companies, and selected 

BB&T Insurance Services, Inc. as the insurance broker for Maryland PTA. 

 
EACH LOCAL PTA/PTSA MUST PAY ITS INSURANCE PREMIUM DIRECTLY TO THE INSURANCE COMPANY UPON 

RECEIPT OF THEIR INVOICE; INVOICE WILL BE SENT IN AUGUST 2009 TO YOUR PTA/PTSA IN CARE OF YOUR 

SCHOOL ADDRESS.  YOUR CURRENT BB&T INSURANCE COVERAGE IS VALID THROUGH OCTOBER 1, 2009.  

 

BB&T publishes an insurance summary and loss prevention guide.  It refers to Red Light, Yellow Light and Green 

Light activities.  Red Light activities are prohibited.  Yellow Light refers to activities where certain conditions must be 

met and the local PTA must consult with the insurance broker in advance of engaging in any of those activities.  Green 

Light activities are approved. This guide was included with the policy sent to each PTA/PTSA in September 2008 and can 

also be  accessed at www.mdpta.org.  In order to meet the requirements for bonding insurance, a financial audit  

must be  completed at the close of each fiscal year or upon a change of Treasurer.

 Nominating Committee  
The nominating committee is one of the most important committees in your PTA unit. It is essential that the members of the 
nominating committee include experienced on-going leadership as well as newer members. The unit bylaws should outline  
how the nominating committee members are elected and how many members should be on the nominating committee  
(Article VI, section 3).  
 
ñCommonò Nominating Committee Mistakes: 
¶ Forgetting to elect the Nominating Committee at least two months before the election month. 
¶ Failing to provide advance notification to the general membership about when the Nominating Committee will be elected. 
¶ Failing to apprise all members of their eligibility to potentially serve as an officer or on the Nominating Committee. 
¶ Selecting members for officers without first determining what skills and qualifications they have for the position. 
¶ Not actively recruiting new members for leadership positions. 
¶ Assuming that only members who have children in the public school are the best candidates for leadership roles.

5. Remember that our bylaws # Article IV: Relationship with National PTA and Maryland PTA section 8. The         

bylaws of this local PTA/PTSA shall prohibit voting by proxy, mail (including electronic communications),             
or absentee. 

6. Choose the members who will act as the Tellers for the elections. There should be at least 3 Tellers                           
who will count the ballots, if they are necessary, prior to the elections. 

7. Must have flip chart/ chalk board available to list all candidates

The start of 

every calendar 

year is a new 

beginning, but 

this year, as our 

world faces 

massive  

economic, 

 political, social, and diplomatic  

challenges and as a historic new  

presidency begins, many of us feel  

more intensely the promise of change. 

 

I have talked for a long time about the 

power of belief and about the power of 

the will of the people. As you know, in 

education, we can legislate that all  

children should receive an equal  

education and that all children should 

meet certain standards, but it is  

ultimately the will of the people that 

will determine whether we reach that 

goal. 

 

Similarly, in civil rights, although the 

nation passed law after law outlawing 

discrimination and mandating equal 

rights, those laws only attempted to 

manage behavior -- the laws themselves 

could not change minds. 

 

But on November 4, we saw an  

extraordinary demonstration of what 

happens when this nation lives up to its 

ideals. In Grant Park, and spontaneously 

in Times Square, in front of the White 

House and at locations across the  

nation, people came together. People 

came together because they wanted to 

come together ï because anything that 

might have separated them was not as 

important to them as being together as 

Americans. People were touched  

because of what this election meant to 

them personally, how it related to their 

history and what they and their ances-

tors had endured and overcome. People 

were moved because of what this  

victory meant about the nation as a 

whole and how far we have come in our 

struggle to judge individuals by the  

content of their characters. People  

celebrated because a new sense of hope 

had been unleashed. 

 

As I looked at the diverse faces in the 

crowd, I could imagine the many faces 

of Baltimore County Public Schools ï 

of 17,000 employees, 104,000 students, 

and 24,000 volunteers ï all working 

together with a singular vision. I was 

reminded of the diversity of our schools 

and our students and their acceptance of 

each other, their understanding that  

diversity enriches 

our schools and our 

communities. I thought about how  

important it is, when we look out at a 

sea of our studentsô faces, that we see 

how great the potential is for each and 

every one of them. 

 

As I say, probably every day, the  

message is as simple as ñall means all.ò 

 

By educating all children, by preparing 

them all to excel, by working to make 

equity a reality, we facilitateéwe take 

ownershipéfor the most American and 

democratic of ideals. 

 

This is the time of year when every  

element of our work needs to come to-

gether to advance student achievement. 

Our stability and our focus are a source 

of strength during this time of economic 

turmoil. Our community always needs 

great schools, but perhaps more at this 

point in time than ever before.
